The Algarve Centre for Marine Science (CCMAR) opens a vacancy for a Laboratory Technical Officer (M/F) to
satisfy temporary needs under an uncertain term employment contract in order to support the work carried at
the IPMA-Algés at DivGM in the context of the EMSO-PT project Ref2 PINFRA/22157/2016 — EMSO-PT “European
Multidisciplinary Seafloor and Water Column Observatory”, under Sistema de Apoio a Investigacdo Cientifica e
Tecnoldgica (SAICT), funded by the European Regional Development Fund (POCI, PO Lishoa and PO Algarve) and
National Funds through FCT- Fundagao para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia, I.P. — (MCTES).
